· Restoring 46 miles of shoreline as well as more than 20 salt marshes, beaches and estuaries with the aid of 2,000 volunteers/
· Promoting an environmentally sound economy and way of life in the Pacific Northwest by reaching out to more than 12,000 citizens with news and vital reports.
